· Graduate Assistants receive University holidays and do not work during Thanksgiving Break, Spring Break, or the interims between semesters. 
· Tuition scholarships are applied for and awarded separately, and are not compensation for assistantship duties. A tuition scholarship covers in-state tuition but not all fees. For those paying out-of-state tuition, a scholarship pays a portion of the tuition costs.

· Must be enrolled in 9 graduate credits each semester of assistantship 
· Maintain a UNI cumulative graduate GPA of at least 3.00. A newly admitted graduate student must have at least a 3.0 GPA for undergraduate or previous graduate work of at least 8 graded credit hours.
· Native or near native fluency in Spanish 
· Undergraduate major or equivalent in Spanish or Language Education or related fields with a minimum 3.0 GPA
